(DELHI ACT 01 OF 2020)

{As passed by the Legislative Assembly of the National Capital Territory of Delhi on the 2" December, 2019)

An Ast to establish and incorporate a Sports University at Delhi to facllitate and promote the Sports
Studies, research and extension work In emerging areas of Sports Education with focus on liberal sports
agtivities and science, for example promote the world class sports persons, trainers, sporting professional
and to promote health care among masses through physical education & the spirit of sporting & alsg o
achieve excellence in these and connected fislds and other matter connecting therewith or incidental thereto,

BE It enacted by Delhi Legislature of the National Capital Tarritory of Delhi in the Seventieth Year
of the Republic of India as follows:-

I, Short Title, Extent and Commencement ;-
- (D) This Act may be called the Delhi Sports University Act, 2019

(if) it shall come inte torce on such date as the Government of the National Capital Tervitory may, by
notification in the Official Gazelte, appoint.

“University” means the Delhi Sports University as incorporated under this Act;

research in any area of academics or sports or conducting trainimg or coaching in one or other area of
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The Delhi Sports University shall be a body corporate having perpetual succession and g comman seal
with power, subject to the provisions of this Act. o acquire, hold and dispose of property and to
contract, and may by the said name sue or be sued,

Provided that the land acquired and building constructed with the assislance of the Covernment shall
not be disposed without the prior approval of the Government,

The Chancellor, the first Vice-Chancellor, the first members of the Board of Management, the first
members of the Council of Sports and Academics and the first Registrar of the University so long as
they eontinue to hold such affice or membership and all such persons as may hereafter be appointed at
such office or as members are hereby constituted a body corporate by the name of 'Delhi Sparts '
University’,

Nothing in this section shall be deemed to prevent the University from making any special provision In

the nature of affirmative action for the benefit of women or of persons belonging to the weaker
-sections of the socisty.

Objectives of the University:-

The Delhi Sports Univessity shall be a University dedicated to promotion of sports, scademics and
research In various aspects of sports and the allied disciplines like health & exercise stiences. It shall
seek to promote professional excellence in sports and allied disciplines, It shall promote knowledge,
academics, research and professional activities in sports, sports related areas, health and exercise
sciences,

Without prejudice to the general objectives of the University as stated in Sub Section(i) above, the
University shall have the following objectives namely: :

{a) To develop an institutional framework i.e. to develop a eco-system for promotion of sports in the
National Capital Territory of Delhi and for the nation as a whole.

{B) To promote the research, knowledge development and dissemination, academics with professional
activity orientation in sports,

{¢) To inculcate multi-diselplinarity in sports and relatad disciplines to enhance the employability of
the sports professionals,

{d) To popularize sports through various community outreach and extension programme so 2s to
promote general health of the masses through the sports and related disciplines like physical
education and exercise sciences,

(¢} To promete quality sports education, develop centre of excsllence and promote sparts as a full
time career, '

Af) To setup systems for talent scouting and mentoring at the grassraots level,

{g) To develop systems for efficient sports event organization, and promotion of Sports Event,

(h) To develop processes for strengthening and professionalizing the Sports Federations in the
country.

(i) To develop mechanisms for State - Industry interface,

() To develop academic processes for development of warld class sports infrastructure development,

(k) To provide for instruction in such branches of learning as the University may, from time to time,

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(i) The University shall have all suel powers and shall perform all such functions which are reguired
to achieve its objectives and ave integral to the functioning of a dedicated Institution of higher
learning for helistie promotion of sports, academics and research in various aspects of sports
and allied disciplines including premotion of professional excellence in Spors, promotion of
research, academics and training in various areas of sports and its allied disciplines.

To assess the needs of the students in terms of subjects, fields of specialization, levels of
education and training of technical manpower, both on short and long term basis, and to
initiate necessary programmes to meet these needs;

To initinte measures to enlist the co-operation of the sporls industry and sports
professionals to promote the professional excellence in sports, the academia and research
in sports;

To provide for instruction through “distance learning” and “open approach” and for
mobility of students from the non-formal (open learning) stream to the formal stream and
vice-versa;

To evolve an operational scheme for enforcing the accountability of the teachers and other
employees lo the University system;

To prescribe a Code of Ethics for the teachers, Code of Conduct for other employees and
Code of Discipline for the students; and

To do all such other acts and things as may be necessary or incidental to the exercise of all
or any of the powers of the University or necessary for conducive 1o the attainment of all .
or any of the objecls of the University,

» (vii}  The University shall be established by the initial grant of the Delhj Governinent, however, it shalj
be encouraged to evolve and .develop its own revenue generation models for its recurring
expenditures,

viii}  The University shall endeavor to participate in various kinds of community cutrench and extension
pragrammes for promaotion of sports, sporting spirit, healthy life styles, sports recreation and
physical exercises etc. with special emphasis on women and persons with special needs like
physically challenged, senior citizens, etc.

(ix)  For promotion of sports and sports based training and talent mentoring the University shall
endeaveor to collaborate with similar national and international institutions.

(x)  The University shall focus on identification of spoils tadent in the National Capital Territary of
Delhi in particular and the nation in general, training and nurturing of these talents for their all-
round development and the educational knowledge impartment to these persons so that they can
transit to normal society after the end of their SPoIts career,

{xi}  The University shall promate, maintain and administer o specialized boarding sehaol for school
level education and promotion of sporis excellence and spoits talent alongside the formal schoal
education,

(xil)  The University shall have multiple entry points to encourage aspirants, students and the
professionals to engage in one or other aspects of sports.

(xilf)y  The university shall have an equal quota for the students of sports schaol, Vasant Kunj, at par with
the sporis school within the University for Admission in the university at the appropriate entry
poinl.

g Authorities of the University: The following shall be ths authorities of the

As the basic objective of the Centre is Professional Excellence in Sports, approprinte systems shall
be developed to ensure the full commitment of the trainees to the sports coaching and also
alongside ensure their educational empowerment in a manner that sports excellence remains their
facus. To this end pravision shall be made for liberalised academics to ensure that a standard
degree of academic proficiency is obtained by the trainees without compromising on the
imperatives of the professional proficiencies in sports.

Each Sports Division shall make appropriate provision for “multiple entry system® and *special
induction program” for persons exhibiting or posgessing sporting talénts for their admission in the
Divisions. - :

Salient Fentures of Delhi Sports University Bill, 2019

The Delhi Sports University shall be established by an Act of the State Assembly of the National Capital -

the Visitor of the University, The Vice-Chancellor, who should be g scholar or a sports person of lnternational
eminence with administrative experience in a national level institution of spors s 1o be appointed for a period of
five yeurs and hefshe would be selected by a Committee of three members, Composition, powers and manner of
functioning of the authorities of the University, namely, the Court, the Senate, the Board of Management, Council of
sports and Academics and Finance Committee are included in the draft legislation.
